
 
RULES AND CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

1. Postal Entries. 
Entries close first post on Monday 26th  September 2011 on the Official entry form.  CHEQUES 
MADE PAYABLE TO “B and B Kingsclere Hunter Trial”.   No entry will be accepted without 
remittance. Refunds less a £5 admin charge will be paid on production of a Medical or Veterinary 
Certificate. 
Late entries may be accepted on the day, subject to class size at a surcharge of 50% of the entry 
fee.   

2. Internet Entries 
Entries may be made on the Internet at www.bb-draghounds.co.uk with payment made by 
credit/debit card or PayPal. Entries accepted until midnight Tuesday 27th September.   

3. No horse may compete more than once in each class. 

4. Organisers’ Reservations. 
The organisers reserve the rights to: Withhold any prize or cancel any class because of insufficient 
declared entries; Alter the advertised times; Refuse any entry with or without stating reasons; Alter 
the course or leave out any obstacle before or during the competition; Eliminate any competitor not 
adhering to rules; Eliminate any horse they consider to be unfit to compete. 

5. Starting Times. 
Starting times will be available on 01672539248 between 18.30 and 21.00 on Thursday 29th 
September. The starting times will also be available on www.bb-draghounds.co.uk (from 17.00 on 
29th September) and on the course (from 14.30 on Friday 30th September) 

6. The course. 
Run over undulating old downland turf, these are inviting courses up to height which encourage 
bold riding. There are 20 - 30 obstacles on each course. There are no knock down fences. See 
www.bb-draghounds.co.uk  for pictures of a selection of the fences. 

7. Right of way. 
Competitors must give way to faster horses. 

8. Elimination. 
Any horse that has three refusals at one fence, or takes the wrong course is eliminated and must 
leave the course immediately. Failure to do so will prejudice any further entries. Classes 1 and 7 
may be exempt from this rule, dependant on ground conditions.  Outside assistance will incur 
elimination, except to assist a remount after a fall.  

9. Gallops. 
No competitor or horse is permitted on the Gallops.  Immediate disqualification will apply. 

10. Course Inspection. 
The course will be open for inspection on Friday 30th  September between 14.30 and 18.00 hours.  
GATES WILL BE LOCKED UNTIL 07.00 am Saturday 1st October and shut again at 1900 hours 
on Saturday, reopening at  07.00 am Sunday 2nd October.   If you think you will be walking the 
course at the time the course will be locked, please park your vehicle safely and visibly in the lay-
by, near the horse box entrance. 

11. Practice. 
Any competitor jumping other than the allotted practice fences, unless under starters orders will be 
disqualified. 

12. Dress. 
Hunting or cross-country dress to be worn.  Crash hats are compulsory and body protectors 
strongly recommended. Use of watches capable of recording elapsed time is forbidden. 

13. Liability. 
The Berks & Bucks Draghounds, the Organising Committee, the land owners, all person and all 
organisations involved in the Hunter Trials disclaim all liability for any damage to any person, 
horse or property, howsoever caused, whether by negligence or otherwise.  It is up to the 
participants and spectators to make their own insurance arrangements. 

14. Decisions. 
The judges decision is final. 

15. Objections. 
Any objection must be made to the secretary in writing within 30 minutes of the results being 
published, accompanied with a deposit of  £20 returnable if the objection is sustained. 

16. Number cloths. 
No deposit is required for the number cloths. Please return cloths ASAP. 

17. PARAMEDIC Surcharge 
£3 per rider is required towards the cost of Paramedic Services. This is required only once per 
rider for any number of rides over the two days
